RULES OF QUALIFICATION.

UK RIDERS CHALLENGE. More information can be found at www.ukriders.co.uk/
1.The first 5 placed competitors in each qualifying class will qualify, providing they go clear in the first round. There are 4 height sections: Restricted Novice (0.65m) Novice (0.75m), Intermediate (0.85m) or Open (0.95m).

2. The competition is split into junior and senior sections, but there are no restrictions on the height of horses and ponies in either section, so a junior can ride a horse or a senior can ride a pony.
3. Combinations of horse and rider qualifying for Intermediate or Open show jumping classes of the UK Riders Challenge are not eligible to go forward to Regional Finals in the Restricted Novice class. 

4. Both members and non-members of UK Chasers and Riders are eligible to compete in qualifying rounds, but non-members must join within 14 days of qualifying to progress to Regional Finals.

5. Affiliated riders and/or horses may enter the qualifiers; however no combination of horse and rider may qualify for Regionals if they are affiliated to the British Show Jumping Association (BSJA) or British Eventing (BE). Novice unaffiliated riders competing on an affiliated horse are eligible; as are affiliated riders competing on young or inexperienced horses. The only competitors excluded are fully paid up affiliated combinations of horse and rider as this is a competition designed specifically to encourage unaffiliated combinations. If a horse and rider combination qualify for a Regional Final and then subsequently affiliate they are still eligible to continue to the Regional and National Finals of the current year’s competition at the level(s) they gained qualification in before affiliating. 
6. Juniors are those under 16 on 11/8/11 for the 2012 Challenge.
7.Show jumping heights will remain at class height at Regional Final level. At the National Finals, the fences will be raised by 5cm.

8. The regional final at Lime Kiln Farm will take place on 10th June 2012

1. Juniors riding ponies (148cm & under) must not have attained their

17th Birthday by the first day of the National Championship Show. Except Juniors entering the 65cm 12yrs & under class must not have attained their 13th birthday by the first day of the National Championship Show (in case of dispute, birth certificates may be called for)

2. Junior riders may ride horses over 148cm in senior classes, on or after their 13th birthday.

3. Ponies – NO currently registered JA’s will be permitted to compete at the finals.

4. Seniors Classes Open to horses over 148cm. Therefore equines of 148cm are not eligible for this senior competition.

5. Seniors riding equines of 148cm & under are not eligible for qualification to the second rounds.

6. No currently registered Grade A or B horses may compete at the finals. No other restriction on winnings in any class. Riders in the top 150 BSJA (current ranking list) are not eligible.

7. JUMPING RULES TO APPLY e.g. 4 faults for a knockdown, 4 faults for 1st refusal, 8 faults for 2nd refusal, elimination for 3rd refusal. Fall of horse or rider to incur elimination. After a fall the rider must leave the arena on foot.

8. Classes will be run under Table T2 - 2nd round against the clock.

9. Qualifications consist of a double clear in a height class & will entitle that rider / horse / pony combination to compete in any number of qualifying 2nd rounds at that height class.

10. In the event of a partnership ceasing, the qualification ceases.

11. Riders can qualify a horse or pony at any height but can only qualify a maximum of four equines for any one height.

12. Once a competitor has qualified they will be issued with a congratulatory letter telling them they have qualified. The competitor will then have the choice to either take up the qualification or not. Should the competitor decide to accept the qualification for the second rounds, he / she will send the congratulatory letter (within 14 days) together with a cheque for the appropriate fee, made payable to the centre of qualification & with TWO stamped addressed envelopes. One will be used to return a qualification card; the other will be used to send details of the second rounds.

13. Riders can only jump a pony / horse in two Championship classes at the National Championship Show.

14. Hors Concours competitors may elect to go again any number of times but first round of jumping will be the scoring round. They may then compete in the next class as normal.
